SUMMER READING  – PROJECT ASSIGNMENTS

DUE DATE: FIRST DAY AS  8th GRADERS!
ASSIGNMENT 1: 30 SUMMATIVE PTS. (EVERYONE MUST COMPLETE THIS!) – Write a one-page response to the book. Use the following questions to guide you.  You don’t have to answer each question but should use them to help structure your response. Did you like it?  Why or why not?  Did you identify with the characters?  How did you feel while you were reading it?  Did you learn any particular lessons from reading this book?  What were they?  Your response should be between 300 – 400 words.  It should be typed in 12 point font with at least 1.5 spacing.  Edit carefully and write clearly. Remember, this is a response essay and  NOT simply a summary of the book! 

ASSIGNMENT 2:  20 SUMMATIVE PTS. – CHOOSE ONE OF THE FOLLWING PROJECT OPTIONS TO COMPLETE IN ADDITION TO YOUR RESPONSE.
1. Rewrite the ending of the book or write an original last chapter that continues where the book finishes.

2. Write a short story using one of the main characters from the book.

3. Write a letter to either the author or the main character of the book.

4. Write a complete test based on the book.

5. Write an ongoing diary about how you are enjoying the book and reacting to the book.

6. Write up a magazine or radio interview with the author or a main character from the book.

7. Prepare a television commercial for the book that advertises the book and why people should or shouldn’t read it.  Either tape your report or perform it live for the class.

8. Prepare a news report based on the events of the book, either tape your report or perform it live for the class.

9. Impersonate a character and role play important moments in the book.  Again, either tape your performance or present it live in class.

10. Design a new book jacket.  It should include an attractive cover design, a summary of the book, and information about the author.

11. Create an 8-scene (or more) storyboard or comic-book design that includes major scenes and events in the book.

12. Plan and construct a bulletin board for the book that you have read. 

13. Make a diorama depicting the setting and characters in the book.

14. Design a T-shirt related to the book.

15. Don’t see something you like?  Think of your own project idea and discuss it with me for approval.
